The regular meeting of the Waterford Borough Council was brought to order by President Karen Molitor at 6:30 P.M. at the Waterford Municipal Building followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Lord’s Prayer/moment of silence.

Minutes:  Keiser moved to approve.  Pugh second.  Vote all yes.

Public comment:  None

Streets Report:  
· Grant will be applied for the S.Hazel St. bridge replacement from Community Development.  Engineering firm will also look into a grant to repair the W. 4th St. bridge.

Paving report:  
· Kimmy presented a list of  streets that are proposed for paving;  2nd St from Cherry going west to 150 yards West of Walnut, E 6th St. at the Chestnut St. intersection, tar and chip E 4th St. from rear of school to East St. and spot patching throughout the borough.

· Waterford Township has offered to include the borough’s section of the Flat Road in their bid for tarring and chipping the Flat Rd.  Kimmy estimates the cost to the borough would be approximately $7000 to have the work done if the bid is accepted.  

· ADA corners will need to be constructed at the corner of E.  3rd and Chestnut before paving there. 

Bills to be Paid:  Electric costs have increased .11 KWH.   Secretary will research electric options and present them to council to consider purchasing electric from another source. Brown moved to pay bills. Second by Pugh. Vote all yes.

Treasurers report:   Keiser moved to transfer $50,000 from general fund to savings account.  Second by Strohmeyer.  Vote all yes.  State liquid fuels funds accounts were reviewed.

Mayors report:  Inquiries are being received for park permits.  

Presidents Report:  Scheduled celebrations in the park for this summer are Memorial Day  Parade, the Perry 200 celebration on July 4, and Waterford Days, July 19, 20,21.  All are encouraged to honor and remember our veterans and attend or participate in the Memorial Day Parade.   The Perry 200 Celebration on July 4th will be celebrated in Erie County with four fireworks displays.  The Waterford Fairgrounds will host in our area.  There is a casual community picnic planned for in the park during the evening prior to the fireworks if anyone is interested in helping to coordinate it.

Committees:  Revised committees; Keiser and Jack – Sidewalks

Public works: No report  

Recycling:  Still problems with illegal items; carpet, tires, Christmas tree, etc.

Buildings:  Strohmeyer suggested overhead fans be considered for the garage to push warm air down after the new furnaces are installed.  

Parks:  Burge reported that the committee will not be going ahead with plans for applying for a grant for a new or refurbished gazebo at this time.

Administration/Personnel:  No report.

Public Safety:  Blose will present information in the near future on how the borough may be able to assist Stancliff Hose Co.

Unfinished business:  Brown moved to purge files as presented at the March meeting.  Second by Pugh.  Vote all yes.

New Business:

· Brown moved to purchase new international plow frame for $3206.80.  Second by Strohmeyer.  Vote all yes.

· Lions club will donate a new 20’ flag pole to replace the current one in the park.

Keiser moved to adjourn meeting at 7:03 P.M.  Second by Pugh.  Vote all yes.

Meeting reopened at 7:05 P.M. at which time Brown moved to authorize Waterford Township to obtain bids on the borough’s behalf to tar and chip the borough’s portion of Flat Rd.  Pugh second.  Vote all yes.

Don Spence reported that he gave a few warnings on snow-covered sidewalks.
