The Regular meeting of the Waterford Borough council was brought to order by President William Strohmeyer followed by the Pledge to the Flag and prayer/moment of silence. 

MEMBERS PRESENT:  William Strohmeyer, Gary Brown, Barry Pugh, Marian Burge, Karen Molitor, Jason Jack, Eric Keiser, Mayor Justin Blose.  Stacy Baltz of Elderkin Law firm.

VISITORS: Chris Kimmy, Ken Parke, Ken Thomas, Hazel Thomas,  Doris Becker, Stephanie Cox, Patrick Molitor, Sandy Loop, Arnold Loop, Zona Miller, Renee Reynolds .

Molitor moved to approve minutes with amendments.  Second by Keiser. Vote all yes. 

Matt Jonas of Urban Engineers talked about the Greenways grant that was applied for the Porter Park bridge.  He also addressed possible options and funding sources for the W 4th St.  bridge repair or replacement.  He recommends getting on the Penndot TIP program.   Molitor moved that the borough apply for the TIP program.  Second by Burge.  Vote all yes.

STREETS REPORT:
Kimmy  presented bid amounts for ADA ramp at E. 3rd and Chestnut.  Salt bins completed.  Chris will mark roads for hot top.   Gazebo bids were distributed.  Old gazebo can be removed after Sept 15.  
Buildings and grounds:  Approximately 10 ton of concrete was has been dumped , I ton blacktop, several tires at the compost site.  Fence will need to be constructed. 

BILLS:  Pugh moved to pay bills. Second by Burge, Vote all yes.

MAYORS REPORT:   Under borough code, boroughs are not permitted to charge farmers for vendor space.   
 Emergency management plan will be presented electronically at a later date.  There will an open-carry gun rally in the park on August 10.  Badges for fire police would cost $54 each.  There are ten needed. Discussion on if badges would be returned by the fire police to the borough. Agenda item for next month.

PRESIDENTS REPORT:  Cameras will be considered in 2014 budget for recycling center due to the continuation of illegal items left there.

MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY LIAISON:   Strohmeyer reported on man-hole recovery and  other projects. 

PERSONNEL:   Pugh moved to advertize for snow plow driver. Second by Molitor. Vote all yes.

SIDEWALKS:  Keiser stated that maps are being developed for sidewalks in need of repair. 

GRANTS:  Molitor explained the reasoning for application for a Main Street grant for a new gazebo.  The options are to   return grant monies,  repair gazebo on our own,  or go forward with construction of a  new gazebo.
Molitor mentioned those who put in extra time and labor prepping the park for Waterford Days.  
Molitor explained how Act 46 works with workmen’s comp and firemen/police cancer diagnosis.  
Molitor reviewed acts that are in the PA House for enactment.

Pugh moved to drop issue of drafting resolution to mandate fences around swimming pools.  Second by Brown.  Vote all yes.  Solicitor will be asked to clarify whether the current borough  ordinance will need to be amended concerning the requirement for 4’ fence around permanent pools.

Burge moved to pay $97.75 for straw in the park during Waterford Days.   Second by Molitor.                          Vote all yes.  

Molitor moved to return money to EGCRA rather than build a new gazebo. No second.

Molitor moved to repair the ramp ourselves and return grant money to EGCRA.  Second by Jack.   Discussion.   Jack  vote yes, and all others vote no.

Molitor moved to approve the bid for building of the gazebo to Amish Country Gazebos. Burge second.   Discussion.   Jack questioned when and number of times advertising was placed for gazebo.   He stated that it should have been posted in the borough building as well as being advertised twice.  Roll call vote:  Keiser moved to amend the motion to placing bid in paper and then in borough building and approve the bid for building of gazebo to Amish Country  Gazebos unless there are other bids submitted.   Second by                    .Keiser, Brown, Burge,  Strohmeyer,  Pugh, Molitor vote yes.  Jack vote no.  

Keiser moved to award construction of ramp at E 3rd and Chestnut to Nass Concrete, second by Molitor.  Vote all yes.  

Brown moved to approve resolution for exoneration at 301 E 1st St.  Lot  35. Pugh Second. Keiser vote no. Passed. 

Keiser questioned Destination Erie packet distributed to council members.  

Secretary asked for permission to purchase new vacuum cleaner.  Molitor moved to purchased vacuum cleaner up to $400.  Pugh second.  Vote all yes.

Keiser moved to adjourn meeting at 8:10 P.M.  Second by Pugh. Vote all yes.
