			            November 4, 2014 Regular Meeting

The Regular Meeting of the Waterford Borough Council was brought to order by President Judy Cline at 6:30 P.M. at the Waterford Municipal Building followed by the Pledge to the Flag, the Lord’s Prayer and a moment of silence.

Council Members Present:  Judy Cline, Barry Pugh, Marian Burge, Karen Molitor, Jason Jack, Stephen Laskowski, and Kevin Gardner. Mayor-Justine Blose.
Borough Employees Present: Solicitor Edward Betza, Zoning Officer Harry Latta, Secretary/Treasurer Catherine Wise.
Guests Present: Doris Becker, Steph Cox, Ken & Hazel Thomas, Phil Kuhn, Sam Catania, Scott Alexander,  Tom Piotrowski, & Mike Pennock.

Previous Meeting Minutes: Karen Molitor moved to approve the minutes of the October 6, 2014 meeting, Steve Laskowski seconded the motion. All voted yes. Karen Molitor moved to approve the minutes of the October __, 2014 special meeting, Marian Burge seconded the motion. All voted yes

Payment of Bills: Secretary Wise presented and Councilman Steve Laskowski motioned for the Payment of Bills and Payroll for October 2014, Councilman Barry Pugh seconded. All voted yes.

Public Comment:  No Public comment

Engineer Report: Matt Jonas from Urban Engineers reported that the Funding has been approved for the Porter Park Project. He will be working on the design for construction. The project will be started next year and finished by the fall of 2015.
Matt spoke on the Storm Water Ordinance Requirements. Anything under 1,000 square feet does not require a permit. Projects  from 1,00- sq. ft – 5,000 sq. ft. must fill out a one page form to be reviewed. Council voted at a previous meeting to give the American Legion a sidewalk waiver. According to  Harry Latta the water patterns have changed  on West 4th Street. It was explained that they are waiting for a catch basin to be fixed and then the water will flow properly. Subject tabled until more information can be acquired.
RGS Products Inc. is going to ask for a Variance Hearing to discuss waiving and or reducing fees and mandates. They are adding an extension to their business.
The 6th street project needs ADA ramps at the intersection. This will be planned for 2015,  Sidewalk Closure Signs will be posted. Mr. Jonas stated that the project is complete and Konzel Construction should be paid the remaining amount due. Karen Molitor moved to send the remaining amount due to Konzel Construction, Marian Burge seconded. All voted yes.
Councilman Jason Jacks asked if ADA ramps are mandatory at Alley Ways. Matt Jonas informed council that ADA ramps are based on traffic volume and are not necessary on alley ways.
In regards to Circuit Street – many ideas were discussed including adding blind drains, ditches, gravel, etc. Tabled for further discussion in 2015.

Streets Supervisor Report: Barry Pugh reported that leaves will be picked up until November 21, 2014. The Christmas Decorations are to be hung in November. Chris will be on vacation from November 27, 2014- December 7, 2014.
 “School Zone - 25mph signs” were installed on Cherry Street. The school purchased the signs and Chris erected them. Council members asked if the signs are legal and do they meet PennDot Regulations. Solicitor Edward Betza will check into this matter, as will Barry Pugh. Tabled.

Zoning Officer’s Report:  The Zoning Officer, Harry Latta, presented his report. 

President’s Report – Judy Cline reported that she and Karen Molitor attended the Erie County Association of Borough’s quarterly dinner in October.

Mayor’s Report – Park Permits are done for the year.  The mayor suggested that in the future council may want to elect to raise spending limits for specific equipment or items, so that special meetings do not have to be called to have emergency repairs done in a timely manner. He also mentioned that we need to post activities in the park on the Borough Website.

Parks Committee Report:  Wurst Construction has completed this year’s work at the park. The brick path around the Gazebo has been repaired and bushes have been planted. The arbors will be installed soon.

Building and Grounds Committee: Steve Laskowski reported that BIU did the inspections on the new room on Monday, November 3, 2014. The Wiring has been inspected also and it was determined that the room can be occupied. 

Sidewalk Committee Report: Councilman Jason Jacks reported that they are reviewing ADA ramps and where they need to be installed in 2015. They received a map from Urban Engineers. They are also working on Sidewalk Rebate Fees and Forms.

Secretary/Treasurer Report: No Report. 

Municipal Authority: Judy Cline, Karen Molitor and Steve Laskowski attended the October meeting of the Municipal Authority. 

New Business/Old Business: 

An advertisement will be placed in the Erie Times again to accept resumes for Snow Plow drivers for the 2014/2015 season. A CDL is required.

Karen Molitor stepped down as Vice President effective immediately. Barry Pugh nominated Steve Laskowski, Barry Pugh seconded. Steve declined the position. Kevin Gardner nominated Jason Jacks, Steve Laskowski seconded. All voted yes, except for Jason Jacks who abstained. Motion carried. PNC bank will be notified, and a change of signatures for signing checks will be done.

In regards to Sam Catania Painting’s offer – council is not interested at this time. No Motion was made.

Discussion was held on appointing Gary Brown to help with ticketing of parked cars for the winter. Tabled until the next meeting, to see if he is interested and council can check into this.

After reviewing and making changes to the proposed budget, Karen Molitor moved to advertise the Proposed Budget for review, Marian Burge seconded. All voted yes.
Steve Laskowski motioned to advertise Ordinance 01-2014 – enacting taxes for 2015. Kevin Gardner seconded. All voted yes.
