Keiser moved to approve the November 4, 2013 regular meeting minutes as amended.  Pugh second. Vote all yes.

Speaker:
Harry Latta, Emergency Management Coordinator, talked about the borough emergency operation plan.  Packet will be distributed to council members outlining the elected official’s responsibilities.   

Latta asked whether the W. 3rd St. bridge was still scheduled to be replaced this year.  He is asking that council request a by-pass on W. 3rd St. so that the fire department can service the west side.

President’s report:  

Strohmeyer reported that he spoke with Blakeslee of Erie County Recycling about the price of curb side pick-up for the as there is continued abuse of placing illegal items in the recycling center.

Mayor Blose has cancelled the order for fire badges 

Keiser asked when fees need to be set for 2014.  

Public Comment:

Sally Rosenthal would like sidewalks put on all four sides of the park if there is an opportunity for a grant.    

Discussion on grants.  Keiser moved that Urban Engineers apply for Block grant for 4th St. & High St. Community Block grant.  Molitor second.  Vote all yes.
