Keiser moved to approve minutes from January reorganization meeting as amended.  Burge second. Vote all yes. 

Keiser moved to approve the minutes from the January regular meeting.  Second by Pugh. Vote all yes.

Streets:  Kimmy presented the streets report.   
 
Pa Fire Insurance Escrow Act distributed to council.  
Solicitor Betza explained the issue to council.  
 
Bills: Pugh moved to pay bills as presented.  Second by Gardner.  Vote all yes.

Sec’y /Treas reviewed the current financial statements.

Recycling:  Blakeslee of Erie Co recycling is working with Waste Management on potential curb-side pickup in the borough.  30-40% of deposited items in the recycling bins is contaminated garbage.  The site will most likely be closed.

Municipal Authority:  If you are interested in projects or other business the meetings are public.

Strohmeyer said there may be a request from a builder to waive the 10 ton limit on Circuit in order to haul materials for construction of a home.  Discussion.   No action will be taken at this time.

Public works:  No Report

Parks: No report

Personnel:  Cline stated that a meeting with employees was held. Betza explained what would constitute an executive session versus a public forum on wages.
Keiser moved that Latta be appointed as zoning officer.  Second by Gardner.  Discussion.   Latta requested a job description for the position and will talk with personnel before acceptance.  Keiser moved to table until next month.

Sidewalks:  Keiser intends to set up system to schedule and monitor sidewalk replacement and repair.  He said businesses and residents are not removing the snow from their sidewalks.  

Grants:  Molitor will attend the planning commission meeting this week. Jonas of Urban Engineers will present on behalf of Waterford Borough for a grant for ADA corners at 4th and High Sts.

Molitor moved to adopt a resolution requesting Erie County Liquid Fuels funds for street lights and deposit into highway maintenance funds. ( 438.25)Second by Keiser.  Vote all yes.

Committee Meetings:   Sidewalk committee will meet 3rd Thursday of month at 11:30 A.M.  Committee meetings will be advertised.  

MISC: Letter from Scott Enterprises was distributed requesting resolution in opposition of an ordinance by Erie County Council guaranteeing the issuance of upwards of $35 million worth of bonds.  No motion was forthcoming to pass a resolution for this purpose.

Michael Stempka asked if there was an overlap in historical and retail areas.  He was questioning the LED and neon signs in town.  

Latta gave 2013 activities report on Stancliff Hose Co.

Pugh moved to adjourn meeting at 7:50. Second by  Molitor.
