The regular meeting of the Waterford Borough Council was brought to order by President 
 William Strohmeyer at 6:50 P.M. at the Waterford Municipal Building.

Roll Call:   Marian Burge, Barry Pugh, Bill Strohmeyer, Karen Molitor, Kevin Gardner, Judy Cline, Eric Keiser, Mayor Justin Blose.   Solicitor Ed Betza and Streets Supervisor Chris Kimmy also present.

Guests present:  Chad Geer, Teri Gardner, Rich Gardner, Gary Brown, Ken Thomas, Hazel Thomas, Patrick Molitor, Norm Rosenthal II, Sally Rosenthal, Jason Jack, Bill Mitchell.

Keiser moved minutes of Dec 2013 meeting be approved.  Second by Pugh.  Vote all yes.

Streets:  Materials are being used quickly this winter.  Chad Geer was introduced as new part-time snow plow driver.  Keiser asked about bent A-frame on plow.  Chris explained the issue. 

Pugh moved to pay bills as presented. Burge second.  Vote all yes. 

Sec’y Treas. reviewed current balance sheets.

Mayor’s report:  Blose has received several compliments on the job the streets department is doing in plowing the streets.
Cars are still illegally parked on streets overnight.
Keiser questioned if clearing sidewalks is being addressed by code enforcer. For purposes of clarity for the enforcer, Pugh moved that snow must be shoveled when it reaches three inches. Second by Gardner.  Keiser interprets the ordinance to mean that snow must be removed within twenty-four hours of snowfall no matter the depth and change in ordinance is not necessary.  After discussion all vote yes for clarification purposes only.

President’s report: We are still at risk of losing the recycling center.  Awaiting contact from Erie County Recycling concerning multi-municipality curb side program.
Penndot will hold pre-construction meeting in March concerning W. Third St. bridge.
West Fourth Street bridge will need to be addressed by the borough.

Public Works and Services Committee:  No Report

Parks & Recreation:  Good feedback received on the decorated window in borough building and gazebo.    Keiser said there should be drop zones in the parks for snow rather than it being plowed into the parks. 

Administration and personnel:   Strohmeyer asked Cline to serve on personnel committee and she agreed to do so.  

Public Health and Safety:  No report.

Municipal Authority:  Strohmeyer explained intentions and issues for water line requested for Troyer (formerly Troyer Potato Chips) property.

Sidewalks:   Keiser reminded that on April 1, 2014 properties will be identified for sidewalk repair.  On July 1, 2014 it will go to contracting.

Grants:  ADA grants for 4th and High will be applied for by Urban Engineers.

Unfinished Business:  As no pay increase was approved for employees this year by council, Strohmeyer felt there should be at least a cost of living increase for the employees.  Parke requested a meeting between employees and personnel committee.
Personnel will determine zoning salary comparables in other municipalities.

ECAB:  Pugh moved to donate a basket at a cost of up to $25.00 for ECAB general meeting.  Cline second.  All vote yes.

Public comment:   Rosenthal clarified that she did not indicate at January meeting that she was in favor of pay raises for borough employees.

Pugh moved to adjourn meeting at 7:50 P.M., Keiser second. Vote all yes.
