Waterford Borough Council Meeting
				       July 1, 2013

The regular meeting of the Waterford Borough Council was brought to order by President William Strohmeyer at 6:30 at the Municipal Building followed by the Pledge to the Flag and prayer/silence. 

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Gary Brown, Barry Pugh, Karen Molitor, Bill Strohmeyer, Marian Burge,
Jason Jack, Eric Keiser, Mayor Justin Blose.  Solicitor Ed Betza in attendance.

MINUTES:  Keiser moved to approve June meeting minutes. Second by Molitor and passed by unanimous vote. 

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· Heather Waite, Secretary of Waterford Days, Inc, reviewed the progress for Waterford Days to be held July 19-21, 2013.   Waterford Days, Inc is requesting a resolution from Waterford Borough Council permitting a banner to be hung over Rt. 19 in the borough.  The purpose of the resolution is to absolve PennDot from all liability.  An insurance policy must to be secured by Waterford Days, Inc. naming Waterford Borough as second insured prior to approval of the resolution.  
· Brown moved to grant permission for Waterford Days, Inc. to hang a banner over the highway (Rt. 19) contingent on Waterford Days, Inc. providing insurance naming Waterford Borough second insured.  Second by Pugh.  Vote all yes.  

Resident voiced concern about break-ins in the borough. Residents should call State Police if incidents arise.

STREETS REPORT:   
· Kimmy reported that ADA ramp bids for E. 3rd at Chestnut are out for pricing.
· Tree was removed from park as well as one from Washington Park.  
· Bids are in for salt bins. School District will pay one-third of cost of concreting the bins.  
· Earl Brown from county conservation office suggested drainage be placed under Circuit St. 
· Grants may be available for stabilizing dirt roads.  Someone from the borough must receive training before grants can be applied for.  
· BIU has stated that Joe’s Auto Parts is now compliant for safety. Blocks will be removed.   
· Brown made a motion to cover lodging, mileage, meals for Kimmy to attend dirt roads training in August 2013.  Second by Burge.   Passed unanimously. 
 
PAYMENT OF BILLS: After discussion Molitor moved to accept bills and pay as presented.  Pugh   second and passed unanimously.

TREASURERS REPORT: Balance sheets were reviewed.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
· Five fire police were sworn in for Stancliff Hose.  
· Question on whose responsibility it is to trim trees  to a  minimum of eight feet over the sidewalk. 
· Painting company has placed a sign at E.  6th and High Sts. which is blocking view of oncoming traffic and a sign permit has not been obtained.  
· Blose suggested that the borough provide fire police badges for the fire police.  Council will consider the request.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  
· Urban Engineers is working on grants for Porter Park bridge.  There is an Erie  County distressed bridge grant program available.  
·  Molitor moved to go ahead with the application if cost to us is less than $50,000.00.  Second by Keiser.  Vote all yes.

ADMINISTRATION & PERSONNEL:   No report.

PUBLIC WORKS AND SERVICES:  
· Pugh reviewed the paving bids; North side of Chestnut St. at E. 3rd, W. Second from High to Cherry, and W 2nd from Main to half way between Walnut and Hazel.  
· Pugh moved to grant paving work to Russell Standard.  Second by Brown. Vote all yes.
    
PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY:  
· Blose stated that Harry Latta will submit Emergency Management Plan to council.

MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY:   
· Strohmeyer reported that a person wishes to build development on the east side of Circuit.  Water Authority discussed whether sewer line would run through the borough. 

PARKS AND RECREATION:  
· Borough has a permit to dredge the creek annually.  
· Sandy Loop asked if a grant would be available to move water from West 1st St. when it floods.  The township would have to apply.   
· A band will provide music in the park on July 4 from 7-10.  Also, Dyno-Jumps and food vendor will be there.     

SIDEWALKS:     
· Keiser held a sidewalk meeting and the committee will provide secretary with names to send letters out to residents who need sidewalk repairs.  Checklist was presented with the letter outlining the process.  

GRANTS: 
· Molitor was informed by BIU that the park Gazebo should be handicap accessible.  In addition, according to quotes that Burge received last year from contractors, the gazebo repair would cost $15,000.  Consequently, borough council voted to put aside $15,000 for a match on a $15,000 Mission Main Street grant for a new gazebo which was granted to the borough.  The parks committee recommended a concrete pad. Molitor asked that prices  be obtained from contractors for a concrete pad for the new gazebo.  Old gazebo will need to be removed.  Weather vane and electrical components will be kept in place for the new gazebo.  
· Burge moved to use the surplus funds from codification, line painting, and arts and crafts permit monies for site prep for new gazebo up to $5100.00.  Second by Keiser.  Vote all yes.     

Erie County Historical Society has requested that the borough declare building at 102 High St.  blighted.  

Narcisso at E. 4th and High St. is willing to replace his sidewalks.  He would like a quote for the cost of ADA corner. Secretary will get design from engineer.  
Molitor moved to get a quote on ADA ramp at that corner.  Second by Keiser.  Vote all yes.             

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:   None

NEW BUSINESS:  
· Molitor moved to discuss proposed swimming pool ordinance.  Solicitor Betza explained that the borough has no liability for personal swimming pools.   Molitor moved that the ordinance be tabled.   Second by Keiser.  Passed unanimously.

· Molitor moved to approve amended parking ordinance 260-14 as presented and advertised in June.   Second by Burge.  Vote all yes.

· Molitor moved to approve concreting of salt bins.  Second by Pugh.  Vote all yes.

· Molitor moved to adjourn meeting at 8:30. Second by Keiser.
