The Waterford Borough Council meeting was brought to order by President Karen Molitor at the Waterford Municipal Building at 6:30 P.M. followed by the Pledge to the Flag and the Lord’s Prayer.

MINUTES: Keiser moved that February 2013 meeting minutes be approved with corrections.  Second by Brown.  Vote all yes.

S. HAZEL ST. BRIDGE:   Ed DiMatteo reported on research on the S. Hazel St. bridge.  He indicated there may be funds available from the county for repairs to the bridge.  

STANCLIFF HOSE CO:   Harry Latta, Asst. Fire Chief, reported on the past year’s activities.   
Ron Jagta, President of Stancliff Hose Co., addressed the issue of the rental properties owned by the fire department and explained that the department has a need for a new and larger facility.  The rental properties were purchased by the fire department in order to secure space for the new facility. In the interim, the properties are rented. He stated  the expenses involved in running the fire department are high and there is a continuing need for contributions to the fund drive.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Nick Krein is concerned about cancellation of Heritage Days.   Darlene Powell talked about how upset people are that Heritage Days is cancelled.  Tina DeLaney spoke on behalf of the booster clubs in the school and how they count on Heritage Days for funds.  Heather Waite was concerned about the demise of Heritage Days and the sense of community that will be lost.   Mayor Justin Blose addressed the attendees and explained that Heritage Days was not a borough event, but was run by Waterford  Heritage Days Committee, Inc., a private corporation.  On March 4, the Mayor was informed  by Mr. Hunt that Heritage Days is cancelled for 2013.  Discussion followed.  Keiser addressed the visitors to the council meeting and gave his personal view on the history of Heritage Days.   Jim Edwards spoke on behalf of the re-enactors group.  Michael Merrell offered to organize a festival in the park and will contact the Mayor. 

Bill Lavery asked if council will be charging the little league and flag football teams for use of borough property.   There is no charge to these groups.   

STREETS REPORT:  Kimmy reported on prices for new Reznor heaters for the garage.   

BILLS:  Pugh moved to pay bills.  Strohmeyer second.  Vote all yes.

PRESIDENTS REPORT:  Molitor reviewed the availability of grants to non-profits and municipalities.   

PUBLIC WORKS:   No report at this time.

PARKS:   No report.

PERSONNEL:  Rick Smith will be hired as a part-time on-call worker subject to drug testing.

RECYCLING:  Illegal items continue to be deposited at the center.

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:  No report

EMC:  Brown moved to re-appoint Harry Latta as the emergency management coordinator for the borough in accordance with PA code.  Burge second.  Vote all yes.
 
PURGING FILES:  Strohmeyer moved to purge files as listed.  Brown second.  Keiser requested certain documents for historical purposes from the files.  Motion amended by Strohmeyer to purge documents listed, but allow Keiser to go through them first.  Second by Pugh.   Vote all yes.

ANTI-DISCRIMINATION CLAUSE:  Read by Solicitor Betza for insertion into borough by-laws.  Pugh moved to approve the clause. Second by Brown.  Vote all yes.

Ken Thomas asked why the borough cannot clear snow from in front of recycling bin.  TOPS owns the property so borough equipment cannot be  used on that property.

ROUND-ABOUT:  Molitor reviewed information on the proposed round-about south of the borough in Waterford Township.
 
RESOLUTION 01-2013:   Strohmeyer moved to pass resolution for allocation of County Aid Liquid Fuels funds for payment of street lights for fiscal year 2013.  Second by Burge.  Discussion.  Six yes votes.  Keiser vote no.

GRANTS:  Molitor said grants will become available to store owners on High St. for a façade program if there is enough interest.

Strohmeyer moved to accept a bid from Jordan Heating and Air Conditioning for new heaters for the garage in the amount of $4750.00. Second by Pugh.  Motion passed.
