Keiser moved that secretary /treasurer of borough be the Chief Administrative Officer for the pension plan.  Second by Strohmeyer. Vote all yes.

 Keiser moved to add ABC inspectors to approved building inspectors for the borough.  Second by Burge.   Motion failed 2-4.

Spence gave the ordinance enforcement report. 

Lewis reported that the sidewalk is being repaired at the Judson House.

Executive session was called at 8 P.M.

Meeting was reopened for adjournment at 8:15 P.M.
