VISITORS:  Patrick Molitor,  Ken Thomas, Hazel Thomas, Sally Rosenthal, Doris Becker,  UnaMae VanDyke, Michael Pennock, Stephanie Cox, Mary Powell,  Phil Kuhn.  

Molitor moved to approve the minutes of the Sept 2013 council meeting with correction that Jack voted no for new gazebo.  Second by Pugh.  Passed by unanimous vote.

STREETS REPORT:   
Paving projects by Russell Standard are complete and Kimmy reviewed the streets that were paved. 
Leaf pick-up will start October 8, 2013.  
TC Paving patching estimate is $16,881.  
Concrete pad for the gazebo will be poured this week.
Seven zoning permits were issued.

BILLS TO BE PAID: Brown moved to pay bills as presented.  Pugh second.  Vote all yes.

MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY:  Strohmeyer reported on the progress of water filtering system.

PUBLIC WORKS:  No report

PARKS AND RECREATION:  Waiting for pouring of cement for gazebo.  
			        Working with DEP on cleaning inlet to lake

PERSONNEL:  Recommendation that Ray Majerik and Chad Geer be hired as part-time snow plow drivers for the 2013-2014 season.  Molitor moved to hire them both at ten dollars an hour.  Second by Burge. Vote all yes.

SIDEWALKS: Nazarene Church started work on sidewalk.

GRANTS:  Molitor will attend the Erie County Planning meeting.  She will look into applying for the CDGB grant and report at the next meeting and council can decide what they would like to apply for. 

FLOOD PLAIN ORDINANCE:  Molitor moved to approve and pass flood plain ordinance.  Second by Burge.  Reasons to enforce were discussed; it is PA state law.  In addition to insurance being required, the insurance, building code will be applied which could affect the property values of neighbors.  Flood insurance will only become available to residents after ordinance is approved.    Passed 6-1 vote with Keiser voting no.

TRICK OR TREAT HOURS:  Brown moved  Trick or Treat hours be Thursday, Oct 31, from 6-8 P.M.  Second by Burge.  Passed 6-1 vote with Strohmeyer opposed.

MAYORS REPORT:  4-H group will meet in the park this fall and disburse to rake leaves in town.

BUDGET:  Review and discussion.  Molitor moved to advertise the proposed budget with amendments.   Second by Keiser.   Passed unanimously.  
 
Brown moved that council authorize secretary/treasurer to seek sealed and written quotes and to award for patching of streets to the lowest quote up to $17,000 before Oct 15, 2013.  Pugh second.  Vote all yes.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Becker asked if there would be a Colonial Christmas.  
Cox asked why vehicle counters have been placed on Circuit and High Streets. 
Powell asked what would happen if three bids are not received for patch-work.
Cox asked how residents will be warned if there is a disaster.
Pat Molitor asked if there was a plan to replace street marking signs.

Keiser moved to adjourn meeting at 8 P.M.  Second by Brown.  All vote yes.
